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A message from CurlManitoba’s Executive Director:

CurlManitoba is excited to provide its members clubs and youth curlers a premier youth skill competition for the third consecutive year.  

This year will be even better!  We would like more clubs involved so that more youth can compete and have a positive introduction to the sport of curling and competition.  Hit, Draw, Tap is fun, inclusive, age and stage appropriate.  It is easy and affordable for a club to administer.

The HIT, DRAW, TAP Championship is returning for the 2018-2019 season!  We had almost 600 children participate in the club portion of the competition last season.  If your club wasn’t a part of the competition, you will want to make sure the youth in your club have a chance to participate in this fun event.

Hit, Draw, Tap (HDT) is a youth skills competition where kids 6 – 13 years of age compete as individuals.  HDT will group these young athletes in age categories to perform three different shots – a “Hit”, a “Draw” and a “Tap”.  The difficulty of the skill is based on the age category.

Curling Clubs all across Manitoba are encouraged to host a HDT competition as part of their Junior Curling Programs.  Winners will progress to a sport region competition; the sport region winners will advance to the Provincial Competition to be held in conjunction with the 2019 Tim Hortons Brier in Brandon from March 2nd – 10th , 2019.  The Provincial HDT Competition will be held on Sunday, March 10th at approximately 1:00pm.
The competition can be run during your junior league!  

Along the way these young athletes will receive great giveaways!

If you’re already a curler, bring a friend, they don’t need to be a member of the club (yet). In fact, we are pretty sure that once they try it, they’ll want to join!

2018 Winners
ELIGIBILITY

1. The competition is open to all boys and girls ages 6-13.  Boys and girls compete against each other.

2. Non-club members can participate.  Bring a friend!

3. The category the child competes in is based on the child’s age as of December 31st of the current year (2018).  Please refer to the chart below.

4. Participants may be asked to show proof of age at the Provincial Championship.

5. All participants must register and sign a waiver at the Club Level of the competition.  This waiver form will be used for all levels of competition.

6. Participants at the Sport Region Competition must pay $5.00 to the host club before they compete.  This is to help offset the cost of the ice for the host club.

7. Participants must be present at the scheduled starting time of the competitions in order to compete.

HDT ADVANCEMENT

1. All participants must begin competition at the Club Level.  The top three finishers including tied participants in each of the divisions (6-8, 9-10 and 11-13) will advance to the Sport Region Competition.

2. All Club Competitions must be completed by December 31, 2018.  

3. All Sport Region Competitions (with potential assistance from CurlManitoba) must be organized in their region and be completed by January 31, 2019.  If a tie occurs at the Sport Region level, there will be a tie-breaker, consisting of another round of the three shots.

4. The winner in each age category in each Sport Region Competition will advance to the Provincial Competition.

5. The Provincial Hit Draw Tap Championship will be held on the final day of the 2019 Tim Hortons Brier on arena ice in Brandon, MB at Westoba Place on March 10, 2019.

6. If a participant is unable to participate or chooses not to travel to the next level of the competitions, the next place finisher in the same category will be awarded the advancement spot.

GIFTS

Gifts for participants will be awarded at each level of competition.

All participants at the Provincial Competition will enjoy a celebration at the completion of the competition.

RULES
1. There are three age categories for the competition (6-8, 9-10 and 11-13).

2. There are three levels of competition-club, sport region, provincial.

3.  No brushing is allowed during the competition.

4. Regulation curling stones are to be used by all categories (no little or light rocks allowed).

5. Full length sheet (unless otherwise indicated) is to be used.

6. Someone (parent, volunteer or other curler) can hold the broom for the thrower.

7. All participants must wear clean running shoes or curling shoes regardless of their curling experience.

8. Order of participation in the competition will be based on a random draw.

9. Each participant is allowed two practice shots (participant can choose whether they practice draws or hits) prior to their shots being scored.

10. Provincial finalists will be given access to the ice for a 10-minute open practice session/age category—no coaches or parents allowed.

Tie Breakers:

1. Ties will not be broken at the club level, any participant tied will advance to the Sport Region level. 

2. If a tie exists at the Sport Region level of the competition, each participant involved in the tie will compete in a playoff round to determine the final standings. The playoff round consists of the participants competing in another round of all three shots.  The winner in each age category will advance to the provincial level.

3. At the Provincial Competition, ties will be broken by completing another round of the three shots for each of the participants.

Hit, Draw, Tap Competition Skills and Scoring
The “HIT”

Each participant will be scored on a hit.  Only one attempt is allowed.

Age Group 6-8 years of age

6-8 years of age will play the “short game” format.
The participant must keep hack foot in their designated hack (i.e. right handed thrower in left hack, left handed thrower in right hack)

Points are designated by where the shooter rolls to:

· 5 points if the shooter touches the button

· 4 points if the shooter rolls and touches the four foot
· 3 points if the shooter rolls and touches the eight foot
· 2 points if the shooter rolls and touches the twelve foot
· 1 point if the stone is removed from play and the shooter rolls out of the rings

Note: Contact with the set stone must be made for any points to be awarded.  The set stone does not have to be removed from play.

Age Groups 9-10, 11-13 years of age

Ages groups 9-10 and 11-13 years of age will play the full length of the sheet.
The stone is positioned just behind the button, the goal is to hit the set stone and stay in the rings.

Points are designated by where the shooter rolls to:

· 5 points if the shooter touches the button

· 4 points if the shooter rolls and touches the four foot
· 3 points if the shooter rolls and touches the eight foot
· 2 points if the shooter rolls and touches the twelve foot
· 1 point if the stone is removed from play and the shooter rolls out of the rings

Note: Contact with the set stone must be made for any points to be awarded.  The set stone does not have to be removed from play.



The “DRAW”

Each participant will be scored on a draw to the button.  Only one attempt is allowed.

Age Group 6-8 years of age

6-8 years of age will play the “short game” format (i.e. from the hack throwing to the house).
The participant must keep hack foot in their designated hack (i.e. right handed thrower in left hack, left handed thrower in right hack)

Points are designated by where the stone stops:

· 5 points if the stone touches the button

· 4 points if the stone touches the four foot
· 3 points if the stone touches the eight foot
· 2 points if the stone touches the twelve foot
· 1 point if the stone is in the free guard area (the area in front of the house)

Note: No points are scored if the rock goes through the rings.

 Age Groups 9-10, 11-13 years of age
Ages groups 9-10 and 11-13 years of age will play the full length of the sheet.
Points are designated by where the stone stops:

· 5 points if the stone touches the button

· 4 points if the stone touches the four foot
· 3 points if the stone touches the eight foot
· 2 points if the stone touches the twelve foot
· 1 point if the stone is in the free guard area (the area in front of the house)

Note: No points are scored if the rock goes through the rings.
2017 Group

The “TAP”

Each participant will be scored on a tap.  Only one attempt is allowed.

The goal is to promote a stone from the twelve foot to the button.  The stone is positioned bisecting the centre line, at the top of the rings.

Age Group 6-8 years of age

6-8 years of age will play the “short game” format (i.e. from the hack throwing to the house directly in front of them).
The participant must keep hack foot in their designated hack (i.e. right handed thrower in left hack, left handed thrower in right hack)

Points are designated by where the tapped stone stops:

· 5 points if the tapped stone touches the button

· 4 points if the tapped stone touches the four foot
· 3 points if the tapped stone touches the eight foot
· 2 points if the tapped stone touches the twelve foot
· 1 point if the stone makes contact but the set stone goes through the rings

Note: No points are scored if the rock does not make contact with the set stone.

 Age Groups 9-10, 11-13 years of age
Ages groups 9-10 and 11-13 years of age will play the full length of the sheet.
Points are designated by where the tapped stone stops:

· 5 points if the tapped stone touches the button

· 4 points if the tapped stone touches the four foot
· 3 points if the tapped stone touches the eight foot
· 2 points if the tapped stone touches the twelve foot
· 1 point if the stone makes contact but the set stone goes through the rings

Note: No points are scored if the rock does not make contact with the set stone.
